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Vegas Valley Book Festival launches annual writing project 
as part of this year’s program
Short stories in Perpetual Engine of Hope to appear weekly on festival website
LAS VEGAS - The Vegas Valley Book Festival has announced the launch of its annual signature project, Las Vegas Writes. This year’s project, titled The Perpetual Engine of Hope, features a collection of original short stories by seven local authors, each inspired by an iconic Las Vegas photograph. Most of the photographs were provided courtesy of the Las Vegas News Bureau.

Beginning September 14, each of the seven stories – and its related photograph – will be posted weekly on the festival website www.vegasvalleybookfestival.org. On Paradise, by Las Vegas writer Juan Martinez, is the first story in the collection to appear online. 

Other participating authors include Dayvid Figler, Megan Edwards, K.W. Jeter, Oksana Marafioti, P Moss, and Alissa Nutting.  

“The short stories are a thought-provoking panorama of tales and characters,” said Geoff Schumacher, a member of the book festival’s literary committee and project coordinator and editor of Las Vegas Writes. “The vintage photographs have inspired some amazingly creative storylines linked to Las Vegas past and present.”   

The short story collection will be published by CityLife Books and will debut at this year’s Vegas Valley Book Festival, which is scheduled for November 3-7, 2010. In addition, a panel discussion with the participating authors is set for Thursday, November 4, 7 p.m. at the Clark County Library.
